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Sector Focus, 2007 Mid-Year Achievements and 2008 Targets
Basic Infrastructure: Offer construction and infrastructure rehabilitation services to increase access to basic services and expand economic development in support of settlement programs.

In 2007 226km of roads were maintained and repaired. In 2008 2,531km of roads will be maintained and repaired.

Common Services and Coordination: Includes coordination of humanitarian and recovery/development activities, as well as provision of logistic, transport and security services to enhance and facilitate UN and Partners’ programming.

In 2007 48,800 passengers travelled on humanitarian flights in Sudan. In 2008 168,000 passengers will travel on humanitarian flights and 25 tons of humanitarian non-food items will be transported monthly.

Disarmament, Demobilisation and Reintegration: Promote the legitimate use of force with national institutions enhancing security in communities and strengthening capacity of DDR Commissions and National NGO and Institutions.

In 2007 434 children were removed from armed forces or groups. In 2008 2,000 children will be removed. In 2008 79,000 ex-combatants will be disarmed and demobilised.

Education and Culture: Increase equitable access to quality education services to all children, youth and adults for sustainable development.

In 2007 over 3,000 teachers were trained. In 2008 9,000 teachers will be trained and 800,000 children will be enrolled in primary school.

Food Security and Livelihoods: Improve food security and livelihoods among IDPs, returnees and vulnerable host communities.

In 2007 800,000 households received food aid and 198,000 households were supported through diversified livelihood activities. In 2008 730,000 households will receive food aid and over 1 million households will be supported through diversified livelihood activities.

Governance and Rule of Law: Promote decentralised good governance and rule of law as per the transitional legal frameworks with the ultimate goal of improving human security.

In 2007 a pilot census was completed in all areas of Sudan. In 2008 the census will enumerate all of Sudan’s people.
In 2007 213 law enforcement officials were trained on human rights, penal code and community policing. In 2008 500 law enforcement officials will be trained. 

Health and Nutrition: Offer technical assistance services and programmes contributing to the implementation and achievement of the National health strategy and nutrition policy.
In 2007 5.4 million children received vitamin A supplements. In 2008 6 million children will receive supplements.

In 2007 9 million children received polio vaccination. In 2008 9.1 million children will receive polio vaccinations.

Mine Action: Strengthen National, State and local Government, civil society and the international community capacity to implement demining actions, victims’ assistance and mine risk education programmes. 

In 2007 5.9 million m2 of contaminated areas were cleared. In 2008 2.5 million m2 will be cleared.

In 2007 1,068km of roads were cleared of landmines. In 2008 3,681km of roads will be cleared.
Protection and Human Rights: Work with authorities and communities to respond effectively to protection needs and promote the respect of the rights of civilians, particularly women, children and vulnerable individuals. 

In 2007 15,418 children were provided with psychosocial support. In 2008 35,000 children will receive this support.
In 2007 468 separated children were identified and reunified with families. In 2008 2,000 separated children will be identified and reunified.

Returns and Reintegration, Cross Sector Support: Strengthen assistance to spontaneous and organised returnees enroute and in areas of return through a joint approach with GNU, GoSS and other actors. 

In 2007 more than 350,000 IDPs and refugees returned home. In 2008 over 188,000 IDPs and refugees will be assisted through the UN and partners organized return programme.

In 2007 reintegration assistance was provided to over 500,000 returnees (IDPs and refugees) and receiving communities. In 2008 the same number of people will receive assistance.
Water and Sanitation: Increase access to adequate drinking water, sanitation and personal/environmental hygienic practices; and to support the development and implementation of policies and strategies. 

In 2007 2 million people had access to safe drinking water. In 2008 over 7 million people will have access to safe drinking water.

In 2007 1.7 million people received hygiene messages. In 2008 6.7 million people will receive hygiene messages.
Capacity Building: Strengthen the national capacity for effective public sector accountability and service delivery to achieve the MDGs in a rights-based framework.

In 2008 government information management systems and institutional capacity to deliver basic services is a priority.

Environment: Promote sustainable resource management for the benefit of livelihoods with particular reference to impacts of displacement, return, population growth and climate change.

In 2007 a major environmental assessment was complete. In 2008 assessments on natural resources, climate change and forestry will be conducted.
The development of an integrated water resource management system is a priority for 2008.

HIV/AIDS: Support and strengthen the national response.

In 2008 50,000 women will access HIV counselling and testing services and over 5 million people will be informed on HIV/AIDS prevention.
A national sero-behavioural survey will be undertaken.
Gender: Enhance gender mainstreaming into planning and programming.

In 2008 340,000 girls will go to primary school.

In 2008 women’s and children’s police desks will be established in all states.
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
